Serving/retired peacekeepers, their spouses and
children of Bangladesh Armed Forces/Police Forces/MOFA/UNRC Office may write
articles. Services and Bangladesh Police are requested to forward at least one aricle
each written by female peacekeepers. ¢

b. Subject Matter. Articles must be written on contribution/participation of
Bangladeshi peacekeepers to the United Nations.

E: Size. Articles rndst be written within 3000-5000 words. The ndmber of total
words should be mentioned in the synopsis. It should be typed clear«n double space
(Photocopy not accepted). No abbreviations are to be used in the articles.

d.  Abstract Authors are requested to write the “Abstract” of the paper within
160-200 words. )
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e. Reference, Note, Picture, Diagram etc. Basing on required reference,
note, picture, diagram etc should be properly attached with the writings. It is to be
mentioned that the original copy of the attached items should be sent. As the journal is
issued with ISSN number, publications of this journal will be circulated around the
world. As such, researchers/writers are requested to follow the attached standard
reference system of research article/paper (Annex A).

. Language and Spelling. Articles must be in English. Apart from the
quotations, writings must be original. Mere compl!atlons from reference books or other
sources will not be accepted.

The writer MUST PUT open and close single inverted comma while mentioning about a
book chapter or article taken from a book/journal/periodical and NOT open and close double
inverted comma.

VL. Open and close double inverted comma will be given for quotation.

IX. For a big quotation of five or more sentences please make INDENT PARA without
quote and unguote marks whose font will be smaller than that of the article and which should
be in single space.

X. Tables and illustrations should be submitted on separate sheets, must be numbered
and must have a heading or legend respectively. An illustration is only justified if it clarifies
the text. All illustrations can be in black and white/coloured. Submit the original of line
drawings or glossy photographs made of them. Photocopies of figures are not acceptable.
Tables and illustrations should be planned to fit the journal page. Make sure that all lettering
and symbols used in the figure will be able to withstand substantial reduction and still be
legible.
